As I listen to the radio and watch the news there is much talk about a health plan 
for us in the States.  It has been through your generous gifts to us that we were 
able to build and open our Wellness Center.  There is little doubt that with the 
various programs that are offered through the Wellness Center, that the lives of 
many of our residents have been improved greatly. 
 

With an average age of over 80, I thought it might be interesting to inform you 
about our ages.  We have 12% of our population from 90-100+.  There are 23% 
of the population who are between the ages of 85 and 89. There are another 20% of our population who are 
between the ages of 80 and 84.  There are 19% that are between the ages of 75-79.  The 70-74 year olds are at 
14%.  We have only 8% who are under 69!  This means that 55% of our population are between the ages of 80-
100 and live safely and independently because of your generous support.  Focusing on topics to stay well and 
how to live safely, has greatly benefit many of our residents. 
 

Lewis University nursing students have been presenting “information sessions” to our residents on various 
health topics.  In many cases one could almost call this “support group” gatherings.  These sessions have taken 
place weekly during the spring and are due to begin again in the fall.  These young individuals enliven our 
residents with their creative ways of presenting health issues that are a concern for numbers of our senior 
residents. 
 

These sessions are presented in the Wellness Center.  One of the reasons for the needed expansion of the 
Wellness Center was to afford space for these opportunities.  There have been two sessions on maintaining your 
“balance.”  This has been a great success!  Many residents went through the experience, improved balance and  
their ability to walk and encouraged others to take the later sessions. 
 

The gathering of our Seniors where they can share their health concerns and issues has given them new 
information on how to live their life more safely and securely.  They have been “Poster Children” for how to 
“age with grace.”   
 

The Wellness Center averages about 25 patients a day.  This is an average of 125 individuals a week and about 
500 each the month.  This number of 500 doesn’t include the phone calls with family members dealing with 
issues that they may be facing. 
 

Your generosity has enriched the lives of many now and for the future.  With the ongoing connection with the 
nursing students from Lewis University, there is a delightful presence of up to the minute freshness with 
presentations and information sessions.  Their volunteer efforts strengthen what is happening here on the 
campus.   
 

With the health care issue facing us in our country, I’d share with you some of the positive efforts that we have 
done to make “healthy living” a reality here at Mayslake Village.  With a grateful heart for your generosity 
during these challenging times, be assured of blessings and prayerful remembrance for you and your loved ones.

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Robert Shaw was born in Rockville Wisconsin, in southern Wisconsin, on July 21, 1917 to George and Ida 
Shaw.  Robert’s father passed away when he was two months old and his mother remarried a year later. 
Robert started school at the age of 5 in Rockville and graduated the 8th grade at twelve years of age.  He then 
went to Potosi High School in Potosi, Wisconsin.  As was back then, there were no school buses to get the 
children back and forth to school, so Robert had to walk three miles to and from school.  Once he got home, 
he had to help with chores around the farm and milk the cows.  After the death of his step father and the 
marriage of his oldest brother, Robert’s mother decided to move to Dubuque, Iowa.  Robert did not move 
immediately as he wanted to finish school in Potosi.  He would go to Dubuque and stay with his mother 
during the summers. 
 
Robert says that his first mistake in life was graduating from high school at the age of 16.  He was too young 
to work and did not have enough money to go to Teachers College.  At the age of 19 he joined the Civilian 
Conservation Corps (CCC) where he earned thirty dollars a month plus room and board.  Each month he was 
sending twenty-five dollars to his mother, so he only had five dollars to scrap by on.  When he came home 
from the CCC he met Leora through a friend.  They dated for two years before deciding to get married.  
Robert was not Catholic and the Priest in Kieler, Wisconsin would not instruct Robert, so they moved to 
Cavalier, North Dakota where he got a job in the wheat fields and Father Ollette agreed to give Robert 
instructions to convert to Catholicism.  Robert and Leora were then married. 
 
Robert’s first steady job was in Galena, Illinois, at a local pool hall.  While working in Galena, their first child, 
Madge, was born.  For a short period of time, he went into a partnership in a tavern in Linden, Wisconsin, but 
sold out his share of the business to his partner.  He then ran a farm for a cousin where they received twenty 
dollars a month plus a house to live in and ate things raised on the farm.  In February 1942 they moved to 
Rolla, Missouri where Ft. Leonard Wood was being built.  After Ft. Leonard Wood was finished, they moved 
back to Potosi to wait for the next job.  Their second child, Tari, was born in July of 1942.   In August 1942 
they moved to Neosho, Missouri, where Camp Crowder was being built.  After Camp Crowder, Robert 
worked as a carpenter’s helper and went to night school to become a welder.  Robert got a welding job in 
Baraboo and once that job was finished they decided to move to Port Arthur, Texas.  After returning to Potosi, 
after the job in Port Arthur did not pan out, Robert held several road construction jobs in Wisconsin.  After 
quitting his road work, he held various jobs in Iowa and Wisconsin until he was drafted into the Army in 1945, 
but with the end of the war he was mustered out in November of 1945.  
 
For awhile Robert owned a service station and then went to work in the Post Office.  After working at the Post 
Office, he held various jobs until being hired by the CB&Q railroad where he worked for the next 27 years.    
Their third daughter, Margo, was born in March of 1947 and their fourth daughter Lana was born in February 
of 1950. In 1953 their son, Robbie, was born in Dubuque, IA.  Finally, Robert bid on a position in Berwyn, 
Illinois, and won the bid.  In 1956 the family moved to Cicero.  After retiring from the CB&Q railroad Robert 
and Leora did some traveling throughout Europe.  For awhile they lived in Florida and finally decided to settle 
down in Texas.  But the travel bug bit and they visited such places as Australia, Fiji, Latin America and 
cruised the Caribbean.   
 
Finally, they decided to move back to the Chicago area and moved into Mayslake Village on June 1, 2004.  
Robert and Leora say they have loved every minute and have been actively involved since they have been here.
